
    
 

Rockhampton Cycling Club Inc Purchases New Timing Equipment. 
 

 

 
The Rockhampton Cycling Club Inc has purchased an electronic timing system which will allow 
automatic and very accurate timing of Road and Track Races – no more panic by volunteer 
judges.  This system has been supplied by AMB-IT and is the same system that is used at the 
Tour de France and Tour Down Under events. 
 
The timing system uses a wire antenna taped to the track surface at the finish line and ProChip 
Transponders fitted to the front fork of each bike.  As each bicycle passes over the antenna the 
time and places are recorded.  The system can handle very large bunch sprints (more than 50 
riders) and will provide times to 1/1000 sec.  The ProChip transponders cost $135ea as they are 
an “active” transponder meaning they contain a battery and provide a much stronger and more 
reliable signal than cheaper “passive” transponders used with many RFI timing systems. 
 
With the supplied software results are available immediately and can be uploaded very quickly to 
mylaps.com and the club website. 
 
All competitors will need to fit a transponder to their bicycle before racing and with cost in mind 
the management committee has decided on the following purchase/hire options. 
 

 
 

Purchase: - $135.00 – expected life 5 years with 2 years warranty. 
Calendar Year Hire: - (Jan – Dec) : $50.00 

Hire for remainder of 2008 : $25.00 
Race Hire - per Race : $5.00
